We asked Valk and Miller about variances needed to connect to the Town Hall.
 We would have to get 4 feet conveyed to us if we build, as it belongs to the Town Hall. There is also a 4 foot height difference between the basement in the Town Hall and the basement in the library. 
They were very supportive and gave us a lot of helpful information.
We need to eventually get bids from contractors for air-conditioning, electricity, plumbing and general contractor.

The library board reviewed four applications for the library scholarship and voted. The board will be doing this with a blind vote for any scholarships we sponsor. We take into consideration the applicant’s use of the Wallkill library, volunteer work, their presence in the library and their impact on the library. Lucas Craner won the most votes. 

Todd, Lynne and Ken abstained from voting.

Ken, Lisa and Todd spoke with Ron Drago about our hopes for library extension, giving him rough specifications to get an idea of what we can do and what it would cost. He worked up plans which are double the size we specified. As he is not local we have decided that we should find someone closer.

Lisa has several names of architects that have been recommended. She will contact them to find their availability, interest, time frame, cost and references. We will get at least three bids.
