2019-08-A Camille moved and Kathy seconded that we approve the July minutes. Motion passed.

Finance Committee/Treasurer’s Report:
2019-08-B Camille moved and Kathy seconded that we approve the July 2019 warrant report. Motion passed. 

2019-08-C Mary Lou moved and Stan seconded that we transfer $16,000 from Tax Levy Money Market to Key Payroll for August payroll. Motion passed. 

2019-08-D Camille moved and Kathy seconded that we move $16,000 from Tax Levy Money Market to Key Operating for August bills. Motion passed.
2019-08-E Susie moved and Mary Lou seconded that we transfer $12,000 from Capital to Operating account for Architect. Motion passed.
2019-08-F Kathy moved and Stan seconded that we transfer $8,000 from Capital to Operating for Audit. Motion passed. 

2019-08-G Camille moved and Stan seconded whereas, the adoption of this 2020 budget for the Wallkill Public Library requires a tax levy increase that exceeds the tax cap imposed by state law as outlined in General Municipal Law Section 3-c adopted in 2011; and 

Whereas, General Municipal Law Section 3-c expressly permits the library board to override the tax levy limit by a resolution approved by a vote of sixty percent of qualified board members; now therefore be it
Resolved, that the Board of Trustees of the Wallkill Public Library voted and approved to exceed the tax levy limit for fiscal year 2020 by at least the sixty percent of the board of trustees as required by state law on August 5, 2019. Motion passed.
2019-08-H Mary Lou moved and Stan seconded that we establish a separate Capital reserve account as recommended by our auditor. Motion passed.
2019-8-I Mary Lou moved and Camille seconded that we pass the Budget for 2020 as proposed with a 1.8% increase. Motion passed. 
We discussed the idea of a solar fair and decided to recommend that they purchase space at the WOW to present.

2019-8-J Mary Lou moved and Camille seconded that we nominate Carla Amthor as the RCLS Ulster County trustee. Motion passed.
